The Henry County Police Department is pleased to announce receipt of funding for
$329,452.00 for its Criminal Apprehension and Gang Enforcement (CAGE) Unit under
the Edward G. Byrne Discretionary Grant through the U.S. Department of Justice, Office
of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance. The grant was conceived through the

Department’s Research and Devel opment Office

commander, Sergeant Howard Waddell.

This focus of this Category 1 funding initiative is Targeting Violent Crime. The Henry
County Gang Unit will use these funds to identify gangs; respond to, disrupt, and prevent
gang activity; collaborate with community partners and other law enforcement; maintain
a presence online; design and host an anti-gang website; and conduct a feasibility study
of a Police Athletic League in Henry County. The Henry County Police Department will
purchase equipment and supplies and fund training for police officers to assist in the
investigation of criminal activities related to gangs.

Henry County School Superintendent Resigns ‘ 4

Dr. Jack Parish, Henry County Superintendent, long-time Henry County and resident
and school administration professional, recently tendered his resignation as the top
person in the system. The resignation was made effective July 1, 2008. Dr. Parish
announced his intentions in participating in the day-to-day activities of the system as well
as assisting in the orientation of the newly hired replacement Superintendent.

Expressing his desire to move into college / university level teaching, Parish leaves
behind a system that has largely succeeded in keeping abreast with the explosive
growth of the region.

The Henry County School System has begun

Search link. The published deadline for application submission is November 14, 2007 at
4:30 PM. The branch has expressed a desire to participate in the application review
phase of the search if Open Meetings regulations permit.

Who Are We? (Who Am 1?)

But let me tell
you my story.

I was bornin 1919 and | lived until 2003. Fifty-nine years before my death | was involved
in the most tragic stateside event of the Second World War. | had enlisted in the US
Navy and was serving at a base in California where supply ships were loaded before
being sent to our men fighting in the Pacific. During World War 2, all of the US military
was segregated. Not surprisingly, African-Americans received the most menial and the
most dangerous jobs. On July 17, 1944, one of these supply ships, SS E.A. Bryan,
exploded while being loaded with bombs, depth charges, torpedoes, and ammunition.

At 10:18 p.m., an explosion occurred on the pier and a fire started. Six seconds later, a
more powerful explosion took place as the entire contents of the SS E.A. Bryan
simultaneously detonated, destroying the pier and much of the surrounding town and
area with an explosive force felt as far as Boulder City, Nevada, about 500 miles away.

All 320 sailors on duty were killed instantly and 390 others were injured, many seriously.
Of the deaths from the explosion, 202 were my fellow African Americans. This accident
accounted for 15 percent of all African American casualties in World War Il.

The cause of the explosion at the Port Chicago Naval Magazine was never determined,
although it was attributed to some sort of mistake in the loading of the torpedoes and
other ordnance into the ship, which was notoriously difficult work, especially under
rushed conditions. The final naval inquiry claimed it was impossible to determine the
cause of the explosion. Surviving white
families. African-American sailors were ordered to clean up the port, which meant
picking up body parts as well as clearing p the debris.

Less than a month after the explosion, African-American sailors were ordered to resume
the dangerous task of ammunition loading. On August 9, 1944, 258 out of the 320
African-American sailors in the ordnance battalion refused to load any more ammunition
until safe conditions and procedures could be established.
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Two hundred and eight sailors were court-martialed and received bad conduct
discharges. | was one of the remaining 50 men who were found guilty of mutiny in a
subsequent court martial. We were sentenced to dishonorable discharges and prison
sentences of 8 and 15 years of hard labor.

Future Supreme Court Justice Thurgood Marshall sued the Navy on behalf of the 50
sailors. Although he was unable to get the convictions overturned, Marshall succeeded
in winning clemency for the 50 sailors, but not until after the war in 1946.

After a Congressional effort to have the convictions overturned was unsuccessful, |
petitioned the President for a pardon. In 1999, President Bill Clinton issued that pardon,
the only pardon issued to any of the 258 African-Americans who were involved in the
refusal to continue loading dangerous materials. All of my comrades have gone to their
